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AUDITORS REPORT ς FISCAL YEAR 2010 

We the Auditors of the Town of Concord have examined the accounts of the town.  To the 
best of our knowledge, the reports and financial statements presented in this annual 
Town Report accurately represent the financial condition of the town for the fiscal year 
ending June 30, 2010.  (Please note that for some reports, we examine the calendar year 
rather than the fiscal year.)  Among the verifications performed are the following:

2) All Warrants and invoices were reviewed, ensuring that all payments were 

authorized and posted correctly. 

3) All fund balances in town files were verified against independent bank 

statements. 

4) The postings of all adjustments and corrections were verified. 

5) All property tax due amounts and payments (including abatements) were 

matched; differences are shown in the delinquent tax report.  Please note that 

the parcels in the Grand List itself cannot be verified for completeness without 

the use of the tax maps which have not yet been formally adopted. 

6) The records concerning dog licenses were reviewed and verified against the 

ǘƻǿƴΩǎ ŀŎŎounts. 

In reference to the recommendations in the external audit of fiscal year 2008, further 
consolidation of Town accounts has been conducted, resulting in a simplification of 
record-keeping.  More work is planned on improving our procedures, particularly in 
evaluating the controls over town finances ς it is expected that the Vermont League of 
Cities and Towns (VLCT) will be able to assist the Treasurer in these matters. 

Other concerns of the Auditors:  

1) The Town may not be setting aside enough reserves for known future 

expenses, such as replacement of major equipment, consolidation of town 

offices, and the next reappraisal. 

2) It is not always clear for what purposes the amounts in the various Permanent 

Funds may be used. 

RESOLUTION OF QUESTION CONCERNING FISCAL YEAR 2009 

During the summer of 2010, there was a formal inquiry concerning some of the 
information in the Town Report for Fiscal Year 2009.  A concerned taxpayer asked the

corrections, reimbursements and reversals which occurred during the year.  The 
differences are substantial:

During the FY2009 audit process, all debits and credits to the General Fund were 
verified against input documents and transactions, and all fund balances were verified 
between bank records and Town accounts.  Thus the Auditors are confident that the

AUDITING OF CONCORD SCHOOL DISTRICT AND ECSU 

The Essex-Caledonia Supervisory Union is audited on an annual basis by Angolano & 
Company, Certified Public Accountants of Shelburne, Vermont.  The Concord School 
District is audited every three years.  A team of four auditors spends approximately 3-5 
days on site and additional documentation is sent directly to them for review.  Both ECSU 
and Concord School District were audited in January 2011 with results not available by 
the printing deadline for the Town Report.  The audit examines the evidence that 
supports the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements provided by ECSU and 
Concord School District.  It also assesses the accounting principles and procedures that 
are used by both entities.

NORTHEAST KINGDOM WASTE MANAGEMENT DISTRICT 
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EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE REPORT 
FISCAL YEAR 2010 

 
The NEKWMD finished 2010 in remarkably strong financial condition.  Recycling markets were 
strong throughout the year.  A combination of careful spending, solid surcharge revenues, and the 
most successful year in terms of recycling revenues allowed us to end the year with a surplus of 
$62, 356.71.  Spending for the year was $3,440 more than budgeted, while revenues exceeded 
projections by over $65,000. 
 
The sale of recyclables generated nearly $174,000 in revenues for 2010.  That figure represents 
almost 29% of the 2010 budget.  While strong recycling markets were responsible for much of this 
revenue, the District as a whole processed 3.6% (96 tons) more material than in 2009. 
 
The NEKWMD is entering 2011 with a budget of $631,300 an increase of 4%.  However, due to the 
increased revenues through the sale of recyclables the surcharge on non-recycled waste will 
remain the same in 2011 ($22.55).  Our surcharge on trash remains just below the average 
throughout the State of Vermont. 
 
Other District fees for electronics, recycling bins, home composters, and tires will remain at their 
2010 rates.  Fees for many electronic devices will be eliminated in July of 2011 due to legislation 
passed by the State of Vermont in 2010. 
 
The NEKWMD was staffed by six full-time and five part-time employees in 2010.  Each of the 
member Towns is entitled to representation by at least one Supervisor.  The Board of Supervisors 
is the principle authority over the NEKWMD and the primary means of contact with the member 
towns.  The Board of Supervisors meets monthly and sets the direction of NEKWMD policy.  The 
member Towns are also represented through their ability to vote on the NEKWMD budget. 
 
The NEKWMD will continue to promote unit-based pricing for the disposal of trash.  Since fees for 
NEKWMD membership are based primarily on the amount of waste produced, members have a 
clear opportunity to control their waste management costs.  Costs can decrease as waste 
generation rates decrease and recycling rates increase. 
 
In 2011, the NEKWMD will be looking to strengthen outreach to schools, businesses, and seasonal 
residents while also promoting greater participation in recycling programs throughout the 
Northeast Kingdom. 
 
The 39,000 residents of 44 Towns throughout the Northeast Kingdom can be assured that the 
NEKWMD will continue to address their waste management concerns in a timely and 
environmentally sound fashion.

assess all the property in the town at fair market value, so the property taxes can be levied 
on equitable bases. The state of Vermont has determined Concord is 78.69 % of the fair 
market value with a coefficient of dispersion at 21.75%. An Order of Reappraisal has been 
issued by the Director of Property Valuation and Review. Vermont Law requires that a 
municipality maintain its education grand list at a common level of appraisal that is above 
80% and a coefficient of dispersion that is at or below 20%. If the education grand list falls 
outside these parameters, the director must order the municipality to reappraise. 

 

 Other duties of the listers include inspection of new and changed property, 
compilation and analysis of sales data, providing information for the public, completing 
land use reports, qualification of homestead values and veterans exemptions. 
 
          In 2010 the listers worked with Russell Graphics updating the maps. All new changes 
to the maps require a survey to be submitted.  The maps have yet to be adopted by the 
town - however they are being used as a reference with the understanding that no 
change to an appraisal has been implemented until an official acceptance. Property 
owners are encouraged to give a copy of surveys to the Listers for an accurate valuation 
of their property. Any map concerns should be submitted in writing to the Listers. 
 
       The 2010 Grand List contained 1,045 parcels (1,005 real properties, 14 cable and 
equipment, 26 non-tax properties). The list is continuously being updated. Approximately 
229 properties were reviewed by the listers. The list is comprised of 52 zoning permits, 66 
property transfers, 90 citizens concerns, and 21 flagged parcels from the  Patriot program.  
As a result 91 changes were made to the Grand List. Eleven grievances were submitted 
with two appeals going to the Board of Civil Authority.  
 

Taxpayers have the right to appeal their assessment if they do not agree with the 
property listing. Appeals (grievances) need to be in writing to the Board of Listers. 
Generally grievances are held in late May/early June. Individuals interested in making an 
appeal can contact the board for more information.

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VERMONT AQUATIC NUISANCE CONTROL PROGRAM REPORT 
MILES POND, CONCORD, VERMONT

The Town of Concord, Vermont, in association with the Miles Pond Campers Association (MPCA), 
was fortunate to have been awarded a grant in the amount of $6,070 from the State of Vermont 
Department of Environmental Conservation, Water Quality Division, for the period of January 1, 
2010 through December 31, 2010.  This amount represented an increase from the $5,016 that 
was awarded last year; this amount was certainly appreciated.  The purpose of this grant was to 
allow the Town of Concord and the MPCA to continue with its Invasive Species monitoring 
program first started in 2006.  The program is principally located at the boat launch area at Miles 
Pond in North Concord.  The area is maintained and controlled by the Vermont Fish & Wildlife 
Department.  Other areas of the pond are inspected by volunteers either from the shoreline or by 
boat.  This is the fifth consecutive year that we have been awarded this grant, a testimony to the 
confidence that the VDEC has in our administration of the program. 
 
Six individuals were hired to monitor and greet members from the public who were using the 
fishing/boating access area.  These individuals (greeters) were provided the necessary training by 
members of the MPCA who in past years had attended a number of invasive species seminars 
provided by the State of Vermont.  In order to maximize use of the funds available, the MPCA 
developed a schedule that would cover the busiest days of the week.  The warm sunny weather in 
2010 led to high usage of the access areas during the warm sunny weather. 
 
The greeters were instructed to identify themselves to the boaters, to explain the reason for their 
presence at the access area, and to ask permission to inspect the boats and trailers.  The boaters 
were offered the use of the boat wash station to clean their boats if they wished, using the wash

course of our inspection period the greeters inspected a total of over 132 boats, ranging from 
kayaks to power boats to pontoon boats.  There were no visible signs of suspicious plant material 
observed.  The program was well-received by the public, with many individuals showing an 
interest and appreciation for the efforts being made to control the introduction of invasive 
species which could damage the lake. 
 
As in 2009, during 2010 a number of residents and property owners reported large quantities of 
bladderwort along the shoreline and floating in various locations in the water.  This plant is 
apparently native to Miles Pond and conditions were such that the plant seemed to flourish. 
 
The Town of Concord and the MPCA are looking forward to the summer of 2011 when we hope to 
continue with this very worthwhile endeavor.  The MPCA wishes to express their thanks to Ann 
Bove, Danielle Dukette, Leslie Matthews, and other staff members of VTDEC for their support and 
encouragement over the past year. 
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VERMONT AQUATIC NUISANCE CONTROL PROGRAM REPORT 
SHADOW LAKE, CONCORD, VERMONT

BACKGROUND: 
The Shadow Lake Association of Concord, Vermont was fortunate enough to receive a 
Vermont state aquatic nuisance species control program grant for the third year, in the 
summer of 2010.  We applied for $4,750 and received $1,390.  With this we were able to 
hire one monitor / greeter to work six hours per day every weekend from July 3 to August 
29.  As in the past, the monitor kept track of the boats being launched at the Fish and 
Game boat launch, inspected them for possible weed contamination, and, in general, 
informed users of the problem being addressed.  Although we were not able to observe 
boat use for large parts of the week, it was felt that the time that was covered included 
the hours of heaviest use. 
 
RESULTS: 
Although the weather this summer was far more pleasant than in 2009 with many warm 
(even hot!) days, the number of boats counted only numbered 61, the same as last 
summer.  Whether more boats came during times when no monitor was present or 
whether some other factor, such as the continuing poor economic situation, played a part 
is unknown.  What is clear is that the trend toward human-powered (versus motor boats) 
on Shadow Lake continues:  of the 61 observed launchings, 48 were either kayaks (42) or 
rowboats (6).  In fact, on some days kayaks were the only boats on Shadow Lake.  This has 
surely helped to keep the lake free of milfoil and other undesirable plants which 
frequently sneak in on motorboats. 
 
CONCLUSION AND FUTURE PLANS:

Year in Review 
 

Our mission at the Essex-Caledonia Supervisory Union is to provide support to 
each of our schools so that every student will achieve high academic and social standards.  
We continue to function as a collaborative Supervisory Union at both the building and 
board levels while still maintaining local control.  We are in the process of reviewing and 
updating our current policies at the ECSU Board level.   Individual School Boards will now 
begin reviewing/developing the procedures that relate to each policy.   Concord, 
Lunenburg and Waterford are in the last year of their transportation contract and have 
begun the bid process for a new three year contract. Teacher/staff negotiations for a new 
master contract will begin in January.  

 
Once again all of our schools have met Annual Yearly Progress in reading and 

mathematics as defined by the Vermont Department of Education and the federal No 
Child Left Behind Act.   Curriculums are in place for literacy, math, science, social studies, 
and health.  Using a combination of state, local, and classroom assessments we continue

With the passage of Acts 146 and 153, new challenges face our schools.    During 

the budget process, each Board was determined to cut costs without cutting programs.  
Although possible merger options were discussed, the Board members did not feel the 
cost savings would compensate for their loss of local control.    At the central office 
salaries were frozen and additional cuts were made to lower the ECSU budget.  As a 
result, assessments to each town have decreased by 2.4%. 

 
As 2010 comes to a close, I want to thank the administration, teachers, staff, and 

board members for their tireless efforts to make our schools the best they can be.  The 
ECSU leadership continues to be committed to supporting the children, schools and 
communities in the Essex Caledonia Supervisory Union.
